Mike Wiley, Executive Director of Regional Transit presented the Transportation issues relative to public transit and criteria used to develop and extend future Light Rail line especially the Downtown -Notamas –Airport (DNA) line.

Housing was a hot topic.  Participants at the meeting indicated a strong desire to concentrate Housing and Commerce, including Regional Centers along the transportation (Light Rail) corridor.
