1. Call to Order:




The meeting was called to order at 6:23 PM by Commissioner David Bain.  
2. Roll Call of Members:




Mr. Bain conducted a roll call of the members. 
3. Agenda Review:






Mr. Bain reviewed the agenda.  No changes were made on the Agenda.  Ms. Riker made the motion.  Commissioner Bain seconded.  Motion passed.
4. Approval of Minutes:






The approval of meeting minutes of January 14, 2008 was moved to the March 10, 2008 meeting due to lack of quorum.   Commissioner Bain had to abstain since he was not in attendance on the January 14, 2008 meeting.  Commissioner Sylvia who was in attendance on the January meeting was not present.  Consequently, a quorum was not reached.  Commissioner Riker made the motion to move the approval of the minutes to the March 10, 2008 meeting.  Commissioner Bain seconded.  Motion passed.  
5. Committee Update on Physical Access Goals and Actions:
The Commissioners decided that for the Committee to effectively tackle and focus on prioritization of the initial (five) major goals [listed below]; brought forth during the Strategic Planning workshop conducted on October 8, 2007, that the goals had to be boiled down into two categories.  Housing (Planning) and Access (Transportation).

a. Increase access to housing – working with City planners to work with developers to ensure that ADA and Title 24 are adhered to.  

b. Assure that affordable housing is physically accessible.

c. Visit ability - restroom on 1st floor, access to kitchen and living area.

d. Ensuring that vehicular ways, street parking, and sidewalks are in compliance with State and Federal access requirements.

e. All facilities must have required amount of parking spaces and consequently van spaces.
Commissioner Bain brought forth a motion, seconded by Commissioner Riker to confine the Goals of the Physical Access Subcommittee [PAS] as follows:
#1 To establish and maintain a working relationship with the City's Planning Department, to assist with the City's goal of making Sacramento "the most livable city" in America. The PAS will emphasize the need for accessibility and visit ability for all citizens in regards to housing, commerce and City facilities.

#2 To establish and maintain a working relationship with the City's Department of Transportation to help facilitate the implementation of the Barden requirements and other public right of way issues as they may arise. The PAS will also act as a conduit between the community and the department to help prioritize projects.
The motion passed.

6. Staff Report

Staff updated the Commissioners on recent City Equal Opportunity [EO] Office activities relative to Disabilities and Access issues.

a. Michael Paravagna announced the EO office had rolled out a Department Program Access Coordination Team [PACT], to enable the EO office in its goal to “build capacity” within City Departments and better address access issues, including ADA and Disabilities matters.  Mr. Paravagna reported that the first group of PACT had their orientation training.  The training focused on the following areas: 

(i) Employment related issues.

(ii) Reasonable Accommodation.

(iii) Program and Physical Access issues.

(iv) Policies as it relates to customers with disabilities.

b. Staff reminded the Commissioners of the February 27, 2008 Open House Forum scheduled at 6:00PM at the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency [SHRA], 600 I Street.  
c. Michael Paravagna reported that about 6 different courses have been developed for the City University.  Training course ranges from General ADA Compliance, Employment Law, Accessibility Meeting Requirements and Disabilities Awareness.
d. Staff reported the EO office have submitted three priority ADA Facility projects to City Department of General Services that are ready for “Barrier Removal” [cost estimating, bidding and construction].  The facilities are Robert Community Center – Phase III, Sierra 2 Center Phase III [Curtis Hall new / Expanded Restroom], and Discovery Museum Science (DM Science) Phase III.  The DM Science project may not materialized due to a proposed plan to move the operation of this Museum to a different location.
