1. Call to Order:




The meeting was called to order at 6:09 PM by Commissioner Bain.  
2. Roll Call of Members:




Mr. Bain conducted a roll call of the members. 
3. Agenda Review:






Mr. Bain reviewed the agenda.  No changes were made on the Agenda.  
4. Approval of Minutes:






The approval of meeting minutes of January 14, 2008, February 11, 2008, March 10, 2008 minutes were moved to the May 12, 2008 meeting due to lack of quorum on Commissioners who were in attendance on the these meeting dates listed above.

 Commissioner Correia abstained from approval of the 1/14/08 and 2/11/08; she was not part of the Commission at time of these meetings.  Commissioner Bain abstained from approval of the 3/10/08; he was excused from the March meeting.  
Commissioner Correia made the motion to move the approval of the minutes to the May 12, 2008 meeting.  Commissioner Bain seconded.  Motion passed.  
5. Granite Skate Park – Safety and Security Concerns:
Greg Narramore, Recreation Superintendent with the City Parks and Recreation (P&R) Department briefed the Subcommittee on the safety issues the City staff and City Park Rangers confront each day at the Skate Park.  Mr. Narramore described the park layout and design.  He stated that the Skate Park is constructed for the exclusive use of skate boards and not for Bike use.  Staff stated that the use of bikes (inside the bowl of the skate board park) have created a situation that is hazardous for both the skate boarders and bikers.

Mr. Narramore sought the Subcommittee’s input on how to proceed on the Park and Recreation mitigation efforts with respect to safety, security and access concerns, and specifically as following:
(a) Guidance on implementing a “skateboard use only” policy without violating the ADA laws.
(b) Guidance on installation of (full height) turnstile devices that could withstand a rigorous access control environments.
(c) Guidance on providing ADA accessibility in conjunction with a full-height turnstile.  
It was agreed that due to the safety and security concern of this facility, the Granite Skate Park would be elevated to the full Commission meeting scheduled for Thursday April 17, 2008.   Also, it was suggested that a guided tour of the park by selected members of the Commissioners may shed more light on the access issues confronted by staff.  
6. COMMITTEE UPDATE ON PHYSICAL ACCESS GOALS AND ACTIONS 
 
The Housing issues was tabled for the next Physical Access meeting scheduled for May 12, 2008, to allow Commissioner Riker (who was excused) to present her draft outline on strategies on collaborating with Planning Department and SHRA on the City Housing effort with respect to accessible housing.
