5. Granite Skate Park – Safety and Security Concerns:
The Commissioners discussed the Granite Skate Park following the April 14, 2008 presentation from Greg Narramore, Recreation Superintendent with the City Parks and Recreation (P&R) Department on the safety issues the City staff and City Park Rangers confront each day at the Skate Park, including the hazardous situation created by bike users inside the bowl of the skate board park.
The following meeting minutes were received from David Bain, Chair of the Physical Access Subcommittee:
 The subcommittee discussed the Granite Park issue, regarding limiting access to their skate park.  Michael talked about his conversation with the Justice Department regarding restricting access to "Extreme Skate Participants Only"...thereby circumventing the need to address it from a disability access point of view.  Only those who chose to participate in Extreme Skating (including people who might possibly have a disability of some sort) would be allowed.  
At the point of our subcommittee meeting, Michael had not heard back from the Justice Dept for their opinion.  Michael had personally viewed the park.  Commissioner Corriea was also going to review the site and report back at a future date.
