Motion passed to approve the meeting minutes of August 3, 2009.
2. Presentation on Bike Access on K Street Mall by Chris Dougherty, Associate Planner, City Department of Transportation.

Recommendation:  Review and comment or provide direction on the creation of an ordinance and guidelines allowing bicycles to operate safely on K Street.

Discussion: Chris Dougherty, from City Department of Transportation, accompanied by Rocky Burks, Physical Access Manager with City Department of Transportation; presented the Bike Access on K Street Mall.
Staff indicated that amendment on city policy, to allow bikes on K Street Mall are being proposed.  Mr. Dougherty acknowledged that Commissioner Bain (DAC representative on the project Stakeholder), and Mr. Burks have provided feedback and assistance on the project.  
Staff presentation was preliminary, focused on the scope, scale, safety and methodology of the project.  He mentioned the proposed ordinance is to allow bike access to certain sections of K Street pedestrian mall.  The sections are from 13th to 7th Streets, 3rd to 2nd Streets, including the tunnel underneath the interstate 5 bridge.  No bike access is planned within the Westfield mall. 
Commissioners expressed concern on the following:

(a) Safety of pedestrian, especially persons with disabilities.

(b) How cars on K Street ordinance being proposed by the city would impact the bike ordinance.

(c) Enforcement of bike access on K Street
 Some of the recommendations from DAC are to include signalization options, including audible pedestrian signals. 

The project (Bike Access on K Street Mall), would be presented to the Law & Legislation committee on Sept 15, 2009 and then go before the City Council in late September or early October 2009.  Staff planned on returning to the DAC prior to the council date.
