Workshop on Bike Access on portion of K Street Mall by Chris Dougherty, Associate Planner, City Department of Transportation.
Recommendation:  Review and comment or provide direction on the creation of an ordinance and guidelines allowing bicycles to operate safely on K Street Mall.

Discussion: Chris Dougherty, from City Department of Transportation, accompanied by Rocky Burks, Physical Access Manager, and Ed Cox, City’s Alternate Modes Coordinator, both with City Department of Transportation; presented the Bike Access on K Street Mall.  
Staff (Mr. Dougherty) started the presentation with some background information, and reminded the Commissioners that the existing city code provisions prohibit bicycling on the K Street Mall. These provisions were enacted because the mall was designated primarily for use by pedestrians.  
Mr. Dougherty presentation was in a workshop format.  Staff sought the Commissioner’s support and feedback.   He emphasized, that in the interest of moving the proposed ordinance amendment forward, and eventually, going before the Sacramento City Council by the end of the year, he had brought the item back to DAC with the following requests: 
(1) Commissioner’s support and recommendations for the proposed ordinance amendment, or 
(2) Clarify, with better understanding reasons for not supporting the ordinance, based on action(s) taken at the September 17, 2009 DAC meeting.
Staff indicated that the proposed amendment would allow bicycles on portions of K Street Mall.  The area under consideration includes the sections of K Street from 13th Street to 7th Street and from 4th Street to 2nd Street.  Staff workshop/presentation consists of these three distinct sections of the K Street Mall as follows:
(a) 13th Street to 12th Street 

(b) 12th Street to 7th Street
(c)  4th Street to 2nd Street (tunnel underneath the interstate 5 bridge)
In light of the discussions, the DAC moved 5 motions towards the eventual approval of the proposed ordinance amendment of allowing bicycle access on portion of the K Street Mall.
