2. cars on k street preliminary design

Recommendation:  
Review and comment on the preliminary design for reintroducing cars to K Street. 

Contact:  Denise Malvetti, Senior Project Manager, (916) 808-7064, Economic Development Department and Ed Williams, Associate Civil Engineer, (916) 808-8288, Department of Transportation.
Discussion:
Denise Malvetti staff with Economic Development Department and Ed Williams, Associate Civil Engineer collaborated with city consultant Pelle Clarke, John Long, DKS with Associates, and presented the Cars on K Street project.  Ms. Malvetti presentation consisted of a Power Point slide and graphic displays of the project.

Staff asked DAC to “review and comment on the preliminary design reintroducing cars to K Street”. 

Denise indicated that the project purpose is to increase access and visibility to businesses, promote a safe environment and stimulate additional economic activity.  “Over the past decade, several other cities have reintroduced cars to their pedestrian malls and have had great success in stimulating business”.  Staff stated that vehicular traffic has been cited as one technique that can generate additional economic development and increase vibrancy. 
Staff highlighted the following background project information:

(i) June 2009, the City Council approved a contract with city consultant (DKS Associates) to examine the feasibility of reintroducing cars to K Street.  Staff indicated that the feasibility study included both outreach and technical components.  The technical study concluded that cars can be reintroduced to K Street with modifications to design and signalization to ensure pedestrian safety and on-time trains.
(ii) April 2010, the City Council approved a Supplemental Agreement with DKS to prepare preliminary design plans for reintroducing vehicles to K Street.  The preliminary design plans include the following proposed design components:

· Project Limits - 4 Block project from 8th to 12th Street
· Two-way mixed flow traffic
· Passenger Drop-offs only, no parking
· 11th Street Crosswalk, includes signal
· Addition of edge treatments (possibly bollards, planters or street furniture) to fill large gaps
· Intersection Improvements 
John Long, DKS Associates explained that the project design plans is preliminary (only 35%) complete and would include Accessible Pedestrian Signals, upgraded and timed signalization to coincide with vehicular traffic and Light Rail Trains. 

Ms. Malvetti also talked about the Next Steps:

(a) November 4th staff will recommend that City Council adopts the Mitigated Negative Declaration
(b) Recommend that Council approves the preliminary design and extends the contract with DKS to complete final design plans.
(c) Should Council approve these actions, the final design plans are anticipated to be complete in 4 to 6 months, the project would go to bid in Spring 2011 and cars would return to K Street in Fall 2011
(d) Staff would bring the project back to DAC in February 2011 at 65% of completion of the design plans. 
3. Update on bikE access on k street

Recommendation:  Receive and file.

Discussion:
Ed Williams, Associate Civil Engineer collaborated with Ed Cox, both from Department of Transportation and updated the Commissioners on the Bike Access on K Street.  The discussions were mostly on concerns related to accessible pedestrian signal, signage, and the Police monitoring of violation of the ordinance.  City ordinance prohibits bike ride on public sidewalk.  There were agreements that enforcement of this ordinance needed improvements.
