1. Call to Order:




The meeting was called to order at 6:01 PM by the Chair, Commissioner Jeff Thom.  

2. Roll Call of Members:




Mr. Thom conducted a roll call of the members.
3. Agenda Review:






Mr. Thom reviewed the March 20, 2008 agenda.  No changes were made to the order of the Agenda.
4. Approval of Minutes:
The meeting minutes of February 21, 2008 was approved.  Commissioner Springer made the motion to approve minutes, and was seconded by Commissioner Kysor.  Motion passed. 
5. Memorial Auditorium Landscape and Lighting Project:
Judy Goldbar, General Manager of the Convention Center and Leisure (CC&L) presented an update of the Memorial Auditorium Landscape & Lighting Project.  The 15th Street drop off point, ramps, improved sidewalks were discussed. 
6. 2008-2013 Housing Element Update

Greg Sandlund, Assistant Planner with City Planning updated the Commission regarding the housing plan, which will be going to Council on April 10, 2008.  The plan will stress infill housing.  Access issue will be modeled after a state model code that contains provisions for builders to offer access feathers should they be requested and paid by the buyer.
7. Committee Report:
(a) Physical Access - 
The Physical Access committee moved that any support for removing the trees and benches on the sidewalk by the library be based solely on the safety and mobility issues for persons who are blind or wheelchair uses.

The motion was passed 6-0

Staff was asked to convey the DAC’s decision to the Library Representative.

(b) Program Access - 
The committee will receive on going reports from the ADA Coordinator regarding the activities within PACT and the use of the program access survey tool.  As needed, they will bring issues to the full DAC.

The Program Access Committee moved that the one Program Access Committee meeting be used to hear items regarding emergency planning for persons with disabilities.  DAC members are encouraged to attend as well as members of the County DAC and the community at large.

The motion passed 6-0

Staff was asked to set up such meeting for April.

(c) Outreach and Education – 
The Outreach and Education Committee is planning a newsletter to focus on the activities of the DAC and encourage City staff to bring issues and projects to the DAC for input.

Plans are being made to produce a web page for the DAC’s meetings and activities.

The Committee is also working on the draft of a Press Kit to be used to obtain coverage that would create a community wide awareness of disability issues and the City’s efforts to enhance access.

The Chair requested that staff check with the City Clerk’s Office to confirm that outreach to the press would be consistent with the charge of the Commission.

Staff Michael Paravagna and Rocky Burks reported: 

· There are follow up meetings planned to outline the next steps in community wide interaction between City management and persons with disabilities.

· The Next PACT training in set for April 2008.

· The City University has announced six disabilities related training classes that can be provided on demand.
· Rocky Burks and Michael Paravagna are planning a training class for City staff whose duties impact the built environment.

Rocky Burks requested input from DAC members who are blind regarding the best way to present "crosswalk alignment designs at various road intersections" at the April meeting.

Commissioner Kysor announced the progress has been made regarding the safety issues at rail crossings at 15th and 16th Streets.
