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were viewed as imposing and out of scale in the context of existing neighborhood 
homes.   

While the two-story pre-approved infill house plan is well-designed (refer to 
Attachment 1) given the site constraints of the narrow lots, it does not have step-backs 
on the second story that would enable it to comply with the North Sacramento interim 
design review ordinance.  Furthermore, since the plans were designed for 40’ x 100’ lots 
that are typically found in Oak Park and other older neighborhoods in that area, the 
house does not fit within the parameters established in the East Sacramento interim 
design review ordinance.   

Given that the two-story plans do not comply with either of these new ordinances, 
staff is recommending that the pre-approved status for the two-story plans be removed.  
Since the two-story plans are now subject to design review in these areas, staff believes 
it would be inappropriate to allow the plans to be pre-approved in the rest of the City’s 
neighborhoods.  Therefore, staff is recommending the removal of the pre-approved 
status for the two-story infill house plan (Easton Plan D) until such time that staff can 
work with Cynthia Easton Architects or another architectural firm to develop a two-story 
plan that meets the requirements of the new design review ordinances.   
 

Public/Neighborhood Outreach and Comments:  Prior to the implementation of the 
Infill House Program, staff conducted extensive community outreach.  Cynthia Easton 
Architects has been notified of the proposed change.   
 

Environmental Considerations: There are no environmental considerations 
associated with this report.  (Not a project under Section 21065 of CEQA and CEQA 
Guidelines Section 15378 (b)(5)).  

Policy Considerations:  This report is consistent with the City’s Infill Strategy which 
was adopted by Council in 2002, which emphasizes “compatibility with existing 
neighborhood and commercial areas.”  In addition, this recommendation is consistent 
with the intent of the interim 2007 design review ordinances in North Sacramento and 
East Sacramento.
