A. All cardboard, plastic, aluminum, paper, glass, and batteries are recycled 100% . There are recycle bins
throughout the store in the vestibule, cashier wraps, offices, break room, warehouse, etc. REI also uses
environmentally friendly eco-cleaners and have systems installed in the janitor closet.

B. Please see attached a photo of the existing trash enclosure. The existing dimension for the enclosure is
8’-0" deep by 18’-0" wide. The top of the existing CMU walls are 8'-0". The enclosure is to house beth the recycling
and trash dumpsters.
