Good Thursday Afternoon,

At our meeting a week ago, you asked for more information regarding the nature of calls for service to
the Shell Station at 5551 MLK. | do not believe there is anything in the recent calls for service that
reflects negatively upon the Shell Station management. However, the analysis does appear to validate
our requested condition of "No Pay Phones".

I conducted an analysis of the calls for service that have come in from that location since the beginning
of 2007. The entire intersection has a high number of calls for police service. In comparison with the
Taco Bell across the street, there are about 30 percent more calls to the Shell Station. However, it is
noteworthy that some of the calls that came from the Shell Station were redirected to the Taco Bell once
officers arrived. | have been told by patrol officers that they asked the Shell Station staff to call us
whenever they see a particular transient who panhandles around there because the guy has warrants.
Those two factors seem to reasonably account for a slightly higher number of calls at the Shell Station.

In 2008:

28 calls came in for the Shell Station.

10 percent were self initiated stops by officers.

10 percent were citizen initiated.

80 percent were Shell Station employees calling, mostly regarding the panhandlers.

In 2007:

50 calls came in for the Shell Station.

36 percent were citizen initiated calls.

42 percent were bogus calls from the payphone.
16 percent were from the Shell Station employees.
5 percent were officer initiated.
