This is in response to a public notice regarding subdivision of an irregularly shaped
parcel containing an existing single family home located at 403 38™ Street to allow for
the construction of another single family home on the new parcel.

I am Trustee of the Marinovich Family Trust which owns the parcel at 3800 McKinley
Blvd./401 38" Street. The parcel at 403 38" Street borders our property to the south. The
proposed parcel would be between 403 38" Street and our property and would extend to
the east behind our neighbors on McKinley Blvd.

I am strongly opposed to the proposal to subdivide the lot at 403 38" Street to allow
construction of a single family home on the new parcel. This area has drainage problems
during heavy rains because of the slope of the property. Construction of any new home
on a lot of this size would increase risk of flooding onto our property.

I am also opposed to this proposal because it asks for a variance to create a lot of less
than 52 feet in width, and a variance to exceed the 40% maximum driveway paving that
is allowed in the front setback area. I have been told that the proponent intends to build a
3887 square foot structure on the lot. This would make almost the entire front of the
property on 38" Street a concrete driveway and would nearly “landlock” the structure
within the neighboring parcels with very little setback. This would not make for a quality
lot and home and would detract from the neighborhood. The neighbors take much pride
in their yard landscaping and the appropriate size of their homes to fit the neighborhood.
This project would detract from that. This project would also rob our property of some of
its blue sky and sunlight. The proximity of a new structure on the proposed lot to the
surrounding homes would detract from the quiet and privacy that was designed into the
original neighborhood plans.
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I have not been contacted by the proponent of this project to discuss its impact on our lot.
This seems like an attempt by a developer to make financial gain at the expense of the
neighbors.

For these reasons I believe this is an inappropriate infill project and I respectfully ask the
Zoning Administrator to seriously consider the negative impact this would have on
surrounding properties.

I have recently learned of the application for a lot split with variances and the proposed
construction of a 3887 square foot infill structure on the property located at 403 38"
Street. I am strongly opposed to the approval of all aspects of the proposal before you
because the site is unsuitable for development.

The proponents of the project have failed to inform the city that the property in question
for this proposal has flooded during heavy rain for at least 75 years. The property retains
2 to 3 feet of water with flooding because the property slopes from the front to the rear of
the property. In addition, when inundation occurs during heavy storms and drain closures
this property reverts back to an old stream bed which flows from at least 39" street to
McKinley Park.

Homes on south McKinley Blvd. and a single home on 39" street surface drain to this
property and would be negatively impacted by potentially increased flooding if any
change to grade or surface modification from a raised structure were to occur. The
proposed 5 foot side setback would significantly increase flood water compression
increase adjacent property flooding, alter the flow of a historic streambed and literally
surround the proposed structure in water during heavy rain or inundations.

The proponents also ask for variances for lot width, front concrete driveway coverage
exceeding 40%, shared drives with widths of 19 feet, a proposed structure of almost 4000
square feet and minimal landscape coverage. These requests should also be denied
because they are inconsistent with the neighborhood and are premature for discussion
because of the unsuitable site. Without a shared drive, this proposed lot would be
approximately 16 feet wide with a five foot setback. That would leave the entire
remaining front property as a concrete driveway.
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Our neighborhood takes great pride in our beautiful yards, scale appropriate quality
homes, respect for quality infill projects on other appropriate sites in the city and
expectation of neighborhood discussion by any proponent to ensure new infill
development addresses neighborhood concerns. Sadly, discussion has not occurred, full
disclosure of site water, slope and historic water flow has not occurred and
misrepresentation has occurred on the proponents application. My property is directly
adjacent to the proposed project and I have received no input from the proponent on the
proposal.

Numerous other matters could be discussed concerning this project but I respectfully ask
that the Zoning Administrator step back and look at the site feasibility before embarking
on a planning journey with issues such as variances and lot coverage. This proposed infill
project is wrong for the city, the neighborhood and any unfortunate homeowner who
would ever be tricked into purchasing this site. The proponents own application and
statement of intent makes clear whether the neighborhood or them is the priority when
they state “and take advantage of the opportunity and hopefully benifit from the
economic opportunity”,

I reserve the right to discuss and incorporate all public comments made at the hearing
into future administrative hearings, appeals or legal actions.
