GOAL HCR 3.1

appreciation of Sacramento’s historic and cultural resources.

Policies

HCR 3.1.1 Heritage Tourism. The City shall work with agencies,
organizations, property owners, and business interests to
develop and promote Heritage Tourism opportunities, in
part as an economic development tool. (IGC/JP)

HCR 3.1.2 Coordination with Other Entities. The City shall

coordinate with and support public (e.g., SHRA), quasi-
public, and private entities in their preservation programs

and efforts. (IGC/]P)

HCR 3.1.3 Public/Private Partnerships. The City shall explore
public/private partnerships in its presetvation program
efforts, including partnerships with business and
education interests, and expansion of shared missions

with Sacramento Heritage, Inc. (IGC/JP)

HCR 3.1.4 Education. The City shall act as a conduit and provide
information to the public on Sactamento’s historic and
cultural resources and preservation programs through the
region’s cultural resources survey repository at the North
Central Information Center, educational institutions, and
the City’s website in order to promote the appreciation,
maintenance, rehabilitation, and preservation of
Sacramento’s historic and cultural resources. (PI)
