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2.2.19 Marshall Park Historic District

The Marshall Park Historic District is a small and diverse neighborhood linked together by its rela-
tionship to Marshall Park. It consists of two streets, | and J, which boarder the Park to the north and
south, and one block of 28" Street to the east.

The dominant architectural style is the Queen Anne with multiple gable roofs, notably in most of the
J Street houses, and in the very imposing house at the corner of | Street across from the Park. All of
these houses were built between 1895 and 1900. There are also apartment houses on both | and
27" Streets, which show Craftsman style influences. The surrounding residential neighborhood is
supportive of the Historic District in style and character but has had many modern intrusions and
lacks the cohesiveness of these few blocks.

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2.2.20 Memorial Auditorium Historic District

This District essentially constitutes the Memorial Auditorium, the block face opposite the Audito-
rium, to the south, and the half block to the east on the south side of J Street. The scale and materi-
als of some of the structures strongly contribute to the Auditorium. Some portions of the streetscape
are minimally intact but the District could be increasingly supportive of the Memorial Auditorium if it

were rehabilitated sensitively in the future.

The boundaries are defined by new construction, parking lots and non-contributory older buildings.

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2.2.21 Merchant Street Historic District

The Merchant Street Historic District is significant as the site of Sacramento’s early 20" century
banking center. The District also has the distinction of including Pioneer Hall, an early structure
which retains a high degree of design integrity and has strong historical associations. The time span
for the District ranges from 1868 for Pioneer Hall, to 1921 for the Merchant’s National Bank Building.
The District includes three banks, which relate in use, building material and classical detailing. The
grouping of mature visually cohesive trees along 7™ Street is an important feature of the area.

The District comprises a specific and distinct environment in scale, time frame, and general ele-
gance of building style. All structures show strong classical influence in their architectural design.
The structures exhibit deeply molded decorative detailing and surfaces of granite, concrete, terra
cotta, and brick. These materials and classical detailing contrast sharply with the surrounding mod-
ern structures.

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2.2.21 Oak Park Historic District

The Oak Park Historic District represents the commercial core of Oak Park, and is comprised mostly
brick buildings constructed in the teens and 1920s. In 1911, when Oak Park was annexed to the City
of Sacramento, the burg had several thousand residents and a thriving business district. The Oak
Park annexation was the first expansion of the boundaries of Sacramento since the city was first laid
out in 1848. The prompt response by the City of Sacramento to Oak Park’s needs was instrumental
in laying the foundation for growth in the years to come. In 1913 the City’s Building Inspector re-
ported that Oak Park was the fastest growing residential district in the City, and the 1914 City Direc-
tory listed almost 800 homes in Oak Park.

Most of the more important businesses and business structures in Oak Park were located alongside
the streetcar tracks that came down Sacramento Boulevard from 31%to 35", then turning south
down 35" Street and into the park. The money that flowed into this strip was largely from residents
in other parts of the city coming to Oak Park. The buildings along 35th Street from Sacramento to
5th Avenue gave Oak Park a look similar to many of California’s Main Street towns from the 1920s.

The movement of employment opportunities in the area around Oak Park also aided growth and sta-
bility. Across Stockton Boulevard to the east were the State Fair grounds provided both full time and
seasonal work. The Libby, McNeil & Libby cannery on Alhambra and Stockton Boulevard was built
in 1912, providing hundreds of seasonal jobs. In 1924 the California Highway Commission (now
Caltrans) opened its vehicle and equipment repair shops buildings nearby at 34th & R Streets em-
ploying more than 100 skilled mechanics.

The District that has been delineated for Oak Park is just a remnant of its once vital business core.

However, its remaining members evoke a sense of the original business district’s character, and sev-
eral of its buildings are fine examples of their era.

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2.2.23 Poverty Ridge Historic District

Poverty Ridge is one of the most distinctive neighborhoods in the Old City for several reasons—it is
built on a slight hill, the houses are large and typically set on broad lots, and it was the wealthiest
part of Sacramento when it was built. In addition, there are many houses which that show influences
from the Prairie Style with long horizontal roof lines, banding of windows, and characteristic detail
which give the District a unique architectural character. When it was built it would have been an up-
to-date neighborhood in almost any city in the United States.

The neighborhood dates from the turn of the century to about 1915, although there are some fine
later houses as well. The focal point of the District was originally along 215 and 22" Streets although
there have been serious losses on 21 Street in recent years. Other important houses on the cross
streets are mostly at the corners. There are also many Craftsman houses in the neighborhood in-
cluding many bungalows in the block bounded by S and T, 20" and 21" Streets. While not a part of
Poverty Ridge proper, this block was developed within its sphere, apparently as a middle-class effort
to associate with the prestige of the wealthier Poverty Ridge.

The boundaries of the District are naturally defined by the contours of the geographic ridge for which
the neighborhood is named. Below the ridge to the east is a large less cohesive neighborhood of
bungalows and other post-1920 houses. The freeway runs near the natural southern boundary and
industrial development begins above S Street near the natural northern boundary. On the west, the
boundary line is drawn irregularly to include two important houses on the west side of 21% Street but
to exclude the modern intrusions that have eroded the quality of the area. The square block at the
northwest corner between S and T, 20™ and 21% Streets, is bound on three sides by industrial land
uses, and on the east by a part of Poverty Ridge which has suffered commercial intrusions on the
east side of 21" Street.
