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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

EEIconducted a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) on the subject property, located with the K Street
Corridor Downtown Redevelopment Area in Sacramento, California. The property is comprised of twelve
parcels with parcel numbers 006-0096-004; 006-0096-005; 006-0096-006; 006-0096-007; 006-0096-008;
006-0096-009; 006-0096-019; 006-0096-023; 006-0098-006; 006-0098-007; 006-0098-022; and 006-0098-
024, and assigned the addresses 708, 712, 716, 718, 724,726, 727, 806, 810 and 812 K Street, 1111 7" Street,
and 1109 8" Street. Other address associated with the subject property parcels are 722 and 720 K Street,
1104, 1108, 1110, 1114, and 1115 8" Street. The purpose of the ESA was to assess the presence or likely
presence of an existing, historical, or threatened release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into
structures, soil, and/or groundwater beneath the property (i.e., recognized environmental conditions as per
ASTM E1527-00).

EEI reviewed Sacramento County Environmental Management Department, Central Valley Regional Water
Quality Control Board, and other regulatory databases to determine if any sites within the project boundary, or
any nearby properties, were listed as having existing environmental concerns (i.e., LUST, UST, spill, leak, or
aboveground tank). One site adjacent to the project boundary, Louie Brothers Garage (807/809 L Street), was
identified as a closed LUST site. Based on the information reviewed, this site will likely require additional
investigation prior to construction activities beneath the subject property.

In December 2005 and January 2006, EEI conducted site reconnaissances to determine the possible presence of
environmental concerns at the site, or on adjacent properties. No physical evidence of contamination, distressed
vegetation, petroleum-hydrocarbon stained soil, illegal dumping, or improper waste storage/handling was noted.

Based on a site reconnaissance, a review of physiographic, historical and regulatory information, and
information provided by the property owner, no evidence of recognized environmental conditions has been
revealed in connection with the subject property, with the exception of the following:

*  Housekeeping practices in the maintenance work shop area located in the basement of 712-714 K Street
should be improved, including proper storage of acetylene and welding cylinders, spill prevention of
chemicals, and protection of the dirt floor from chemical spills.

* Due to the age of the existing structures, the presence of asbestos containing materials, lead based paint,
and/or chlorofluorocarbon- containing HVAC equipment is considered likely. Prior to any renovation or
demolition activities at the project location, EEI recommends that an asbestos/lead survey be conducted to
evaluate the presence of these materials.

e Oldelectrical panels were noted in most of the buildings in the basement. In addition, fluorescent light ballast
storage was noted in the basement of 726 K Street. Prior to any renovation or demolition activities at the
project location, EEI recommends that these items be evaluated for the presence of PCB-containing fluids,
prior to removal or disposal.

* EEI recommends that an interior survey be conducted in those buildings that were not accessed during this
ESA, to evaluate the presence of the materials mentioned above, as well as any other potential environmental
concerns (i.e., aboveground/underground fuel tanks, elevator shafts/hydraulic lifts, floor drains/sumps,
chemical storage/disposal) which may be present within these structures.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION
1.1 Purpose
The purpose of this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was to assess the possible presence of
recognized environmental conditions within the twelve subject property parcels located in the K Street Corridor
Downtown Redevelopment Area in Sacramento, California (Site Location Map, Figure 1). Recognized
environmental conditions include those property uses that may indicate the presence or likely presence of an
existing, historical, or threatened release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures,
soil, and/or groundwater beneath the property. The term recognized environmental conditions is not intended
to include de minimus conditions that generally do not present a material risk of harm to public health or the
environment.
This ESA was performed in general conformance with the American Society for Testing and Materials
(ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment
Process, designation E1527-00, with the following exclusions:

- Property owner/tenant interviews.

- Access to 708 K Street, 727 K Street, 810 K Street, and the basement of 718 K Street.

Testing/sampling/surveying for asbestos containing materials (ACM), lead-based paint, chlorofluorocarbons,
PCB-containing electrical equipment, or radon gas was also excluded from this ESA.

1.2 Scope of Services
The scope of services performed for the ESA included the following:
® A review of available documents for topographic, geologic, and hydrogeologic data affecting the site.

® A review of available maps and aerial photographs of the site and site vicinity to estimate historical use and
development.

® A review of federal, state, county, and city documents concerning hazardous material storage, generation,
and disposal, active and inactive landfills, and nearby environmental concerns.

e Interviews with regulatory personnel regarding local environmental concerns.

® A review of city records, including historical building records.

® An exterior site reconnaissance and interior inspection (only to a few sites) to ascertain the current condition
of the site.

® The preparation of this report which presents our findings, conclusions, and recommendations.
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1.3 Reliance

This assessment has been prepared for the sole use of the City of Sacramento Downtown Development Group
(DDG), Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA), Zeiden Properties, John Saca, Mo
Mohanna, and John Lambeth. This assessment should not be relied upon by other parties without the express
written consent of Environmental Equalizers, Inc. (EEI), DDG, SHRA, Zeiden Properties, John Saca, Mo
Mohanna, and John Lambeth. Therefore, any use or reliance upon this assessment by a party other than those
listed shall be solely at the risk of such third party and without legal recourse against EEI, its employees,
officers, or directors, regardless of whether the action in which recovery of damages is brought is based upon
contract, tort, statute or otherwise.

This assessment should not be interpreted as a statistical evaluation of the site, but is rather intended to provide
a preliminary indication of on-site impacts from previous site usage or the release of hazardous materials. If
no significant indicators of the presence of hazardous materials are encountered during this search, this does
not preclude their presence.

The findings in this report are based upon a review of published geologic and hydrogeologic information,
information (both documentary and oral) provided by City of Sacramento Fire Department, City of Sacramento
Building Department, City of Sacramento Community Development Department, Sacramento County
Environmental Management Division, First Search®, California Regional Water Quality Control Board -
Central Valley Region, various state and federal agencies, and Field Observations. Some of these data are
subject to change over time. Some of these data are based on information not currently observable or
measurable, but recorded by documents or orally reported by individuals.

2.0 PHYSIOGRAPHIC SETTING
2.1 Site Description

The subject property is located in the K Street Corridor Downtown Redevelopment Area in Sacramento,
California. The property is comprised of twelve parcels with parcel numbers 006-0096-004; 006-0096-005;
006-0096-006; 006-0096-007; 006-0096-008; 006-0096-009; 006-0096-019; 006-0096-023; 006-0098-006;
006-0098-007; 006-0098-022; and 006-0098-024 (Assessor’s Parcel Map - Appendix A), totaling
approximately 65,235-square feet. Some parcels are contiguous, and others are non-contiguous, and the twelve
parcels are spread out over 3 city blocks (Site Map - Figure 2). The subject property parcels have been
assigned the addresses 708, 712, 716, 718, 724, 726, 727, 806, 810 and 812 K Street, 1111 7" Street, and
1109 8" Street. Other address associated with the subject property parcels are 722 and 720 K Street, 1104,
1108, 1110, 1114, and 1115 8" Street. The property is bounded by K Street and Merchant Street to the north;
7" Street and commercial properties to the west; an alley and commercial properties to the south; and
commercial properties to the east. According to the City of Sacramento Planning Department, the site is zoned
C-2 (Commercial). The subject property includes several occupied and unoccupied structures of varying ages
and construction. Two structures (806 K Street and 1109 8" Street) were recently demolished. Based on
historical records, the site has been developed since at least 1895.
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EEIreviewed the FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) web site to determine if the site lies within
a FEMA Flood Hazard Zone. According to the information reviewed, portions of the subject property directly
along K Street are within Zone X, while the portions along L Street and 8" Street are within Zone AR. Zone
X corresponds to areas outside a flood zone. Zone AR corresponds to “areas of special flood hazard which
resulted from decertification of a previously accredited flood protection system which is determined to be in
the process of being restored to provide a 100-year or greater level of flood protection.” A copy of the FEMA
map is included in Appendix B.

2.2 Topography

The site is located in the southern Sacramento Valley, on a gently sloping, north-south oriented alluvial plain
at an elevation of approximately 25 feet above mean sea level (1927 North American Datum). The topographic
gradient in the site vicinity is generally to the south-southwest at approximately 0.0001 feet per foot. Surface
drainage generally flows south toward the city sewer system and eventually into the Sacramento River, located
approximately one-half mile west of the site.

2.3 Regional and Local Geology

The Sacramento Valley comprises the northern half of the Great Valley Geomorphic Province. It is bound by
the Coast Ranges to the west, the Sierra Nevada Mountains to the east, the Klamath and Cascade Mountains
north, and the San Joaquin Valley to the south. The Great Valley is an asymmetrical synclinal trough overlain
with a thick sequence (nearly 22,000 meters) of sedimentary deposits. These deposits range in age from early
Cretaceous to early Quaternary, and represent deep to shallow-water marine and nonmarine depositional
environments. Recent alluvial soil, derived primarily from the erosion granitic terraces in the Sierra Nevada
Mountains, fills the basin.

According to the Public Safety Element of the County of Sacramento General Plan, the site lies within an area
subject to liquefaction. Known faults in the vicinity of the site include the Willows Fault Zone (approximately
4 miles east of the site), the Midland Fault Zone (approximately 21 miles southwest of the site), and the East
Valley Fault (approximately 23 miles west of the site). According to City Planning staff, there are no Alquist-
Priolo Special Studies Zones in the City of Sacramento.

Soil in the vicinity of the site is identified by the United States Department of Agriculture - Soil Conservation
Service as Urban land complex (USDA, 1993). Soils in the Urban land complex are formed in fill material
derived from nearby soils and sediments that were used to elevate the land surface in low flood plains. They
are typically very deep, and somewhat poorly to well drained. Information obtained from borings drilled at the
Greyhound Bus Terminal LUFT site (7" and L Streets) indicate that silty to clayey fine sands and sandy clays
extend to approximately 30 feet below ground surface (bgs).

2.4 Regional and Local Hydrogeology

According to the California Regional Water Quality Control Board - Central Valley Region (CRWQCB,
1994), the site lies within the Florin Hydrographic Subarea of the Morrison Creek Hydrographic Area. In
general, groundwater in this area has been designated as beneficial for domestic/municipal, agricultural, and
industrial uses.
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Based on information provided by the California Department of Water Resources-Division of Planning and
Local Assistance, there are at least twelve water wells within a three-mile radius of the subject site. According
to monitoring data for the three nearest wells, water levels near the site range from approximately 5 feet bgs
(Well ID No. 08N04E02K07) to over 25 feet bgs (Well ID No. 08NOSE06HO1). Groundwater information
obtained from the Greyhound Bus Terminal and Louie Brothers Garage (8" and L Streets) LUFT sites
indicates that the depth to water ranges from approximately 15 to 20 feet bgs, with flow directions ranging
from southeast to northeast.

3.0 SITE BACKGROUND
3.1 Site Ownership

Ownership information for each parcel was obtained at the Sacramento County Assessor’s Office. The
information obtained is presented in Table 1.

3.2 Site History

EEI reviewed available sources in order to evaluate historic land use in and around the subject site. These
sources included Sanborn fire insurance maps, city directories, aerial photographs, United States Geological
Survey maps, and city building records.

3.2.1 Sanborn Maps

EEI researched available Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps of the subject site. Sanborn Maps provide detailed
information on site structures, uses, and occupancies and were typically utilized by insurance companies
to evaluate potential fire risk. EEI was able to review Sanborn Maps from 1895, 1915, 1952, 1964 and
1970. A copy of the Sanborn maps reviewed by EEI is included in Appendix C. Table 2 is a summary
of the information obtained by EEI.

3.2.2 City Directories

EEI conducted a review of Sacramento Directory Co. (1952 to 1972), R.L. Polk (1977 to 1982), and
Haines and Company Criss-Cross Directories (1988 to 2001). The purpose of the review was to identify
current and historic addresses that were occupied by tenants which may pose an environmental concern.

Table 3 and Table 4 identify a summary of past site tenants, along with current tenants based on a walk-
by from EEI staff.
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3.2.3 Aerial Photograph Review

Aerial photographs were reviewed to identify historical land development and any uses which may have
potentially generated hazardous materials and impacted the site. Aerial photographs dating from 1949 to
2000 were obtained from the Sacramento County Cartography Unit. A copy of the 2000 aerial photograph
is included as Figure 3. Table 5 summarizes the results of the aerial photograph review.

3.2.4 Historic Maps

EEI reviewed topographic maps from 1954 through 1992 at the University of California, Santa Barbara -
Map and Imagery Library. In addition, EEI reviewed a topographic map from 1949 at the University of
California, Davis - Map Library. All of the maps reviewed were published by the United States Geological
Survey.

The 1967, 1975, and 1980 maps all note the presence of a structure on the northeast corner of 7" and L

Streets (Greyhound Bus Terminal). The 1992 map notes the presence of a rail line along 7, 8" and K
Streets. No other pertinent items were noted.

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3.2.5 City of Sacramento Building Records

EEI contacted the City of Sacramento Building Department for records of the subject property addresses.
The following is a summary of the records available at the Building Department, which were used to
partially reconstruct the history of the building. Copies of the building permits are included in Appendix
D.

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3.3 Regulatory Database Search

The information in this section was obtained from First Search ®, an electronic environmental information
retrieval service. EEI utilized First Search® to review hazardous waste generating establishments in the
vicinity of the subject property, and for sites with known environmental concerns. These facilities were
identified by county, state, or federal agencies and either generate, store, or dispose of hazardous materials.
A copy of the First Search® report is provided in Appendix E. For discussion purposes, the term “non-
geocoded” is applied to sites that either have non-existent or incomplete addresses. Below is a list of databases
that were reviewed in the preparation of this report:

3.3.1 Federal Databases

National Priority List (NPL) - One listing was reported within one mile of the subject property, Jibboom
Junkyard (240-260 Jibboom Street, greater than three-quarter mile northwest). According to the report,
the site was a landfill, and site activities resulted in contamination of copper, lead, PCBs, and Zinc. The
database report provided the following background information for the site: The Jibboom Junkyard covers
9 acres in Sacramento, California, on the flood plain of the Sacramento River. A metal-salvaging business
operated on the site. Among other things, the company dismantled transformers and possibly asbestos-lined
boilers. The original size of the site is unknown, but it may once have covered about 35 acres. Portions
of the original site are now occupied by motels and/or are a part of Interstate Freeway I-5. Soil sampling
by the State in 1981 detected levels of heavy metals exceeding the State Total Threshold Limit
Concentrations. There were also indications of PCB contamination. The soil is highly permeable, and the
aquifer is 35 feet below the surface. Reportedly, the city’s drinking water is taken from the river at the
northwest corner of the site. The river is also used for recreation and irrigation. In April 1983, EPA
collected soil samples, and in May 1983 the State fenced the site to limit public access. In June 1983, deep
core samples were collected to further determine the extent and nature of contamination on the site. The
database listed the site as having a “Deleted” status as of October 2005. No additional information
regarding the site was provided on the database listing. According to information provided on the DTSC
website, the site is “Certified” as of 1990. In addition, the DTSC has been overseeing the investigation of
the Jibboom property that was not part of the NPL site. The site is contaminated with TPH and lead.
Ongoing investigations limit the contamination to soils.

Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Information System (CERCLIS) -
No listings were reported within one mile of the subject property.

No Further Remedial Actions Planned (NFRAP) - No listings were reported within one-eighth mile of the
subject property, and one non-geocoded site was listed. After a review of the site location description, EEI
determined this site to be greater than one-quarter mile from the subject property. Therefore, this site is not
considered to be an environmental concern at this time.

Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) TSD Facility list (RCRA-D) - One listing was reported
within one-half mile of the subject site, the Union Pacific Sacramento Yard (501 Jibboom Street,
approximately one-third mile northwest). According to information provided on the database, the site has
been monitored by the state since at least September 1986. The database listing states that the site is an
incinerator, land disposal, and storage/treatment facility. No information after November 1994 was
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included on the database report. Based on a review of the site location description, this site is actually
located greater than one-half mile north of the subject property, and is therefore not considered to be an
environmental concern at this time.

RCRA Corrective Actions (RCRA COR) - One listing was reported within one mile of the subject property,
Union Pacific Sacramento Yard (501 Jibboom Street, approximately three-quarter mile northwest), also
discussed above. Based on the distance from the subject property, this site is not considered to be an
environmental concern at this time.

RCRA Generators (RCRA-G) - Nineteen listings were reported within one-quarter mile of the subject
property, and one non-geocoded site was listed. Operating permits are not generally rationale for
environmental concern, unless a release has occurred at the site. Only 2 sites were listed with releases on
the LUST database, Jesse M Unruh Building (915 Capitol Mall, approximately 700-feet southeast) and
Board of Equalization (1020 N Street, approximately one-quarter mile southeast). These two sites are
discussed below in the LUST section.

RCRA Generators - No Longer Regulated (RCRA-NLR) - One listing was reported within one-quarter mile
of the subject property, Pacific Bell (570 J Street, approximately 580 feet northwest). No additional
information was provided regarding this site. Based on the lack of listing as a release location, or on any
other environmental database, this site is not considered to be an environmental concern at this time.

Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) - Three sites were listed within one-eighth mile of the
subject property, and five non-geocoded sites were listed. After a review of the site location descriptions
of the non-geocoded sites, EEI determined these five sites to be greater than one-quarter mile from the
subject property. Therefore, these five sites are not considered to be environmental concerns at this time.
The nearest site is located at 715 L Street, adjacent to the southern margin of the subject property. Based
on the information provided in the database report, diesel fuel was released to the ground when the tanks
of a vehicle ruptured during an accident. Clean up of the fuel spill was performed by the public works
department. Based on the information reviewed, this site is considered to pose a low theat to soil and/or
groundwater beneath the site. The remaining two sites, 9™ and L Street (approximately 300 feet southeast)
and 721 Capitol Mall (approximately 600 feet southwest) did not have any details regarding the reason for
the listing on ERNS, clean-up efforts, or other information.

3.3.2 State and Regional Sources

State Sites - Twenty-three listings were reported within one mile of the subject property. The listings within
one-half mile include the following: three listings for Trade and Commerce - Lumber Mill (801 K Street,
across K Street to the north of the subject property); ABC Cleaners (1120 7" Street, across 7" Street to
the west of the subject property); Federal Courthouse (5" and I Streets, approximately 1100 feet north-
northwest); ten listings for UP Downtown Sac - Ponds and Ditch (401 I Street, approximately 1,425-feet
northwest); McCurry Companies (1231 K Street, approximately 1900-feet east); and two listings for
CADA Warehouse Redevelopment (1108 R Street, approximately one-half mile southeast). According
to information provided for the Trade and Commerce Lumber Mill listings, the a lumber mill operated
at the site from 1927 to 1990, the Standard Veneer Mill operated at the site from 1951 to 1975, and an auto
wrecking yard operated at the site from the early 1960s to the late 1980s. Pentachlorophenol-based

adhesives were used, and above and below ground fuel tanks were used to support site operations.
Chemicals may have been releases to the ground during operations and subsequently to groundwater.
Possible receptors include on-site workers and offsite residents. Several site assessments were completed,
and a health risk screening concluded that none of the identified chemicals of concern precludes the property
from normal commercial industrial land use. No further action was granted by the DTSC in April 2001.
EEI found no evidence of this site existing at the location of 801 K Street in historical Sanborn Maps
reviewed from 1985 through 1970. Based on research conducted on the DTSC website, this site is was
determined to have been mis-located, and is not in the immediate vicinity of the subject property. Therefore,
it is not considered as an environmental concern at this time. ABC Cleaners was referred to another
agency, and no other information was provided. The Federal Courthouse was reportedly constructed on
land that had previously been occupied by automotive repair and fueling. Soils were impacted by petroleum
hydrocarbons, volatile organic compounds, polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, and lead. Groundwater was
found to be impacted by benzene, petroleum hydrocarbons, and chloroform. Contaminated soils were
excavated and disposed at an approved location, and groundwater was pumped and treated. Remediation
was completed in October 1996. The site is a voluntary clean-up site and has been certified since June 28,
1996. Local groundwater is reported to flow easterly (northeast to southeast). Based on this information,
the site is located slightly up-gradient from the subject property, and therefore groundwater beneath the
subject property may be impacted from this site. Based on the on-going remediation at the site, it is not
considered to pose an immediate environmental concern, however, it should be kept in mind if groundwater
is encountered during site activities. According to information provided by the database report, the UP
Downtown Sac site was a Union Pacific rail yard facility in operation from approximately 1865, and
covers approximately 240-acres. Inorganic and organic contamination are broadly distributed across a
majority of the site. Additionally, liquid waste was historically disposed into an industrial sewer system
constructed over 100 years ago. On June 2, 1988, the DTSC and SPTCo entered into an Enforceable
Agreement. A work plan and schedule for investigation and clean-up was finalized in October 1988. Based
on historical uses, the site was divided into six study areas: central shops; central corridor; car shops nine;
lagoon; northern shops; and Sacramento Station. The ten database listings for the site are related to the
general listing, the six study areas, redevelopment concerns, and duplicate information. Soils at the site
were impacted with metals, VOCs, SVOCs, and PAHs. Several hundred tons of impacted soils have been
removed from the site and disposed at approved landfills since remediation efforts began. Groundwater was
found to be impacted by metals and VOCs. Impacted groundwater has been pumped and treated by a well
extraction system. Remediation is expected to be completed in September 2006. No additional pertinent
information was provided. The site is located slightly up-gradient from the subject property. Based on the
on-going remediation at the site, it is not considered to pose an immediate environmental concern, however,
it should be kept in mind if groundwater is encountered during site activities. McCurry Companies
property has a no further action status from the DTSC, and is not considered to be contaminated. This is
based on the lack of contaminants reported in soil samples collected at the site. Based on this fact, as well
as the location of the site down-gradient from the subject property, this site is not considered as an
environmental concern at this time. CADA Warehouse Project is a voluntary clean-up site. The database
reports that it was the location of a State General Stores Warehouse since the turn of the century, although
a fire in the 1950's burned down the original buildings. A paint shop was located in the northeast corner of
the site and a paint storage area is located in the southwest corner of the site. After the fire approximately
8' of fill was added across the site. The site will reportedly be re-developed for commercial use on the
ground floor with artist lofts above. Confirmed contaminants at the site include PAHs, TPH-diesel, and
TPH-motor oil. Approximately 5,000-cubic yards of soil were removed from the site, and the site was
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certified in August 2004. Based on the remediation efforts and the fact that the site is located down-gradient
from the subject property, it is therefore not considered an environmental concern at this time.

Spills (1990) - No listings were reported within one-quarter mile of the subject property.

Solid Waste Landfill (SWL) - One listing was reported within one-half mile of the subject site, and two non-
geocoded sites were listed. After a review of the site location descriptions of the non-geocoded sites, EEI
determined these two sites to be greater than one-quarter mile from the subject property. Therefore, these
two sites are not considered to be environmental concerns at this time. The third site, State Clearinghouse
(1400 10" Street, approximately 700-feet south). No details for the site were provided on the database
report. Based on its location down-gradient from the subject property, this site is not considered to be an
environmental concern at this time.

Permits - No listings were reported within one-quarter mile of the subject property.

Other - One listing was reported adjacent to the subject property boundaries, seventy-four listings were
reported within one-quarter mile of the subject property, and four non-geocoded sites were listed. The site
adjacent to the subject property was Louie Garage (805 L Street). Information provided on the database
listing refers to the leaking underground fuel tank at the site, and the related groundwater contamination.
This is discussed in more detail in the LUST section below. Sites in the immediate vicinity include the
following: ABC Cleaners (1120 7" Street); Rite Aid #6069 (831 K Street); 801 K Street; Ice Rink (701
K Street); Forum Building (1107 9" Street); Greyhound Bus Terminal (715 L Street); and Plaza Lofts
(800 J Street). No additional information was provided for any of the sites, with the exception of
Greyhound Bus Terminal which is the location of a LUST case, and is discussed below.

Permitted Underground Storage Tanks (UST) - The UST listing indicates that there are 28 locations within
one-quarter mile of the subject site which have permitted underground storage tanks, plus four non-
geocoded listings. None of the listed sites are within the subject property, however, 3 are in the immediate
vicinity: Greyhound Lines, Inc. (715 L Street, adjacent to the south), The Bank of California Center
(770 L Street, across L Street to the south); and Budget Rent A Car (830 L Street, across L Street to the
south). Only Greyhound was reported as the location of a LUST case, and is discussed below.

California State Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (LUST): Thirty-two sites were noted within one-half
mile of the subject property, and one non-geocoded site was listed. One site was located within the
immediate vicinity of the subject property, Louie Brothers Garage (805-809 L Street). A release of
gasoline was reported in January 1992. The case type is listed as Other. The tanks were closed and filled
in place, and the case was closed in April 2003. The case is discussed in more detail below in Section 3.4.2.
Greyhound (715 L Street, adjacent to the south) reported a diesel release in February 1989. The case type
is listed as Other. The status of the case is Post Remedial Action Monitoring. The case is discussed in
more detail below in Section 3.4.2. Federal Building (801 I Street, approximately 700-feet northeast)
reported a diesel release in April 1988, reportedly affecting the groundwater aquifer. The case was closed
in January 1998. Based on the fact that the site is located down-gradient from the subject property, and the
closed status of the case, this site is not considered to be an environmental concern at this time. Jess Unruh
Building (915 Capitol Mall, approximately 700-feet southeast) reported a waste oil release in August 1987,
reportedly affecting the groundwater aquifer. Contaminated soils have been excavated and removed from

the site. The status of the site is Post Remedial Action Monitoring. Based on the fact that the site is located
down-gradient from the subject property, it is not considered to be an environmental concern at this time.
Consumer Affairs Building (1020 N Street, approximately one-quarter mile southeast) reported a gasoline
release in February 1990, reportedly affecting the soil only. The case was closed in July 2003. Based on
the closed status, the location of the site down-gradient, and the soil-only nature of the release, this site is
not considered to be an environmental concern at this time.

Releases (Air/Water) - No listings were reported within one-quarter mile of the subject property, and one
non-geocoded site was listed.

Federal Other - No listings were reported within one-quarter mile of the subject property.

Brownfield - No listings were reported within one-quarter mile and four non-geocoded sites were listed.
After a review of the site location descriptions, EEI determined these four sites to be greater than one-
quarter mile from the subject property. Therefore, these sites are not considered to be environmental
concerns at this time.

3.4 Regulatory Agency Review
3.4.1 City of Sacramento Fire Department Files

EEI contacted the City of Sacramento Fire Department (SFD) to obtain copies of any information regarding
the presence of Underground Storage Tanks (UST’s) and/or Hazardous Substances at the subject site.
According to Debbie Zebick of SFD, all hazardous materials files for the Fire Department are stored with
the Sacramento County Environmental Management Department (SCEMD).

3.4.2 Sacramento County Environmental Management Department File Search

EEI contacted the Sacramento County Environmental Management Department (SCEMD) to obtain copies
of any Underground Storage Tank (UST) Operating Permits, Leaking Underground Fuel Tank (LUFT) files
and/or any Hazardous/Industrial Waste Permit files for the subject site and/or any adjacent sites. EEI was
able to review the departments Toxic Sites List (last updated 11/16/2005), Master List - Inspection
Inventory Report (last updated 10/7/2005), UST Installations database (last updated 11/15/1999), UST
Removals database (last updated 11/15/1999),and the Out of Business list (last updated 9/1/1998). The
following is a summary of the information obtained by EEI.

No locations within the subject property boundaries or in the vicinity were identified on the UST Install
List, Master List, or Toxics List.

Two adjacent sites were listed on the Out of Business list. One site, 731 K Street, was formerly occupied
by American Savings Bank. The other site, 729 K Street, was identified as formerly occupied by World
Wide Photo Services.

No subject property addresses were listed in the UST Removal List. Three adjacent sites were listed: 805
L Street (Louie Brothers Garage), the northeast corner of 7" and K Streets, and the Greyhound Station at

715 L Street. The only information regarding the 7" and K site stated that 2 tanks were removed from the
skating rink, although no date or other information was listed. The following is a discussion of the
Greyhound and Louie Brothers files.

Louie Brothers Garage - 809 L Street

In October 1986, two 550-gallon UST’s were abandoned in-place, under proper permitting, at the site.
Four soil borings were installed at the site in June 1991. Three groundwater monitoring wells were installed
at the site in January 1992. Soil samples collected from the borings and during the installation of the
monitoring wells reported detectable concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons. Groundwater samples
collected from wells MW-1 and MW-2 between January 1992 and September 1993 reported TPH-g at
maximum concentrations of 180,000 and 56,000 ug/l, respectively. Benzene was reported at maximum
concentrations of 5,600 and 1,100 ug/l, respectively.

Two additional groundwater monitoring wells were installed in November 2000. Soil samples collected
during the installation reported no detectable concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons or fuel oxygenates.
Groundwater samples collected from the five monitoring wells reported concentrations of TPH-g (120 to
1,600 ug/l) and Benzene (140 to 620 ug/l). Concentrations of ethanol and methanol were reported at 18
and 53 ug/l. Minor concentrations of toluene, ethlbenzene, total xylenes, and 1,2-Dichloroethane were also
detected. MTBE was not reported in any of the samples collected. The groundwater flow direction in the
site vicinity is to the northeast with a variable hydraulic gradient ranging from 0.005 ft/foot to 0.008 ft/foot.
Groundwater elevation data obtained during the most recent monitoring event (January 2001) indicates that
the depth to water at the site ranges from 17.20 to 19.15 feet bgs.

EEI reviewed the Case Closure Summary for the site, dated April 23, 2003. According to the summary,
two 550-gallon gasoline tanks were closed in place at the site on August 22, 1986. Groundwater depths
range from 16 to 21 feet below ground surface, and groundwater flow direction varies from northerly to
southerly. Drinking water wells were not reportedly affected. The closure summary stated that the
completed corrective action does not protect existing beneficial uses per the Regional Water Board, but it
does protect potential beneficial uses per the Regional Water Board because, as stated on the summary,
“natural attenuation is expected to reduce contaminant concentrations to below water quality goals prior
to beneficial use of groundwater.”

EEI also reviewed the No Further Action letter issued by the County of Sacramento Environmental
Management Department on April 25, 2003. The letter confirms the completion of a site investigation and
remedial action for the underground storage tank system at the site, and states that no further action related
to the petroleum release at the site is required. According to conversations with SCEMD personnel, a Soil
Management Plan will likely be required prior to any demolition or construction activities at the site. This
is based on the fact that the tanks were abandoned in-place, and therefore impacted soils are likely to be
encountered.
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Greyhound Bus Terminal - 715 L Street

In October 1988, I.R.A Environmental performed an initial environmental assessment of the site. Historical
research revealed that there may be as many as five underground storage tanks (UST’s) at the subject
property. One of these tanks had reportedly been filled with slurry in July 1987. Five borings were
installed on the site to a depth of 15 feet below ground surface in October 1988. Soil samples collected
from the borings revealed the presence of minor concentrations of Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons as Diesel
(TPH-d). The maximum concentrations of TPH-d and TPH-gasoline (TPH-g) reported in groundwater
samples collected between September 1989 and September 1990 were 4,100 and 700 micrograms per liter
(ug/l), respectively. Free phase diesel fuel was reported in one of the wells during the December 1990
groundwater monitoring event.

In May 1991, a 10,000 gallon diesel fuel tank was removed from the site. The maximum concentration of
TPH-d and TPH-g observed in soil samples collected during tank removal activities was 6,700 and 370
milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg), respectively. Groundwater was not encountered during the tank removal.
Soil excavated during the tank removal (approximately 189 tons) was stockpiled onsite. Soil samples
collected from the stockpile reported TPH-d and Total Lead at maximum concentrations of 9,100 and 1,600
mg/kg, respectively. The soil was transported offsite and disposed in July 1991.

Between December 1991 and March 1996, three onsite groundwater monitoring wells, four offsite
hydropunch borings, four offsite groundwater monitoring wells, and four soil borings were installed to
delineate the extent of petroleum hydrocarbon contamination. Groundwater samples collected in December
1991 reported TPH-d at concentrations ranging from 3,300 to 160,000 ug/l. TPH-Kerosene (TPH-k) was
reported at concentrations ranging from non-detect to 64,000 ug/l. Concentrations of TPH-d, TPH-g, TPH-
k, and BTEX were not reported in the grab groundwater samples collected from the offsite hydropunch
borings. However, concentrations of TPH-d (ranging from 13 ro 470 mg/kg) were reported in soil samples
collected during the installation of an offsite groundwater monitoring well.

Based on data obtained from figures generated by GEOCON in April and August 2000, the extent of soil
contamination beneath the site appears to be delineated. Soil contamination beneath the site is believed to
be confined to the upper 26 feet. Groundwater monitoring data indicates that groundwater elevations in the
site vicinity range from 5.73 to 5.97 feet above mean sea level. The groundwater flow gradient is to the
southeast, at a relatively flat 0.0004 ft/foot. EEI’s interviews with SCEHD staff indicates that the site is
being considered for regulatory closure. However, based on the information reviewed, this site is considered
to pose a threat soil and groundwater beneath the site. No further investigation is recommended at this time.
Should the site be redeveloped, EEI recommends further investigation of the potential impacts from this

property.
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3.4.3 California Regional Water Quality Control Board Files

EEI contacted the California Regional Water Quality Control Board - Central Valley Region to obtain any
information pertaining to nearby LUFT (Leaking Underground Fuel Tank) or SLIC (Spills, Leaks,
Investigations, and Cleanups) sites which may potentially impact the subject site. Two adjacent sites
(Louie Brothers Garage - 805 & 809 L Street and Greyhound Bus Terminal - 715 L Street) were
identified as LUFT sites, and are discussed in detail in section 3.4.2. Both cases note the presence of
groundwater contamination. Based on the information reviewed and interviews with SCEMD staff residual
contamination exists at both sites. Further investigation is not recommended at this time. Should the sites
be redeveloped, EEI recommends further evaluation of the soil beneath the sites.

EEI also reviewed information provided by the CRWQCB on the Southern Pacific Railroad - South
Plume. This data included a Remedial Investigation Data Summary Report prepared by ERM-West Inc.
The report noted that: 1) Groundwater beneath the site is contaminated with concentrations of Volatile
Organic Compounds (VOC’s); 2) The VOC contamination plume extends southward from the railyard to
P Street; and 3) The plume appears to impact groundwater beneath the subject property.

3.4.4 Review of Division of Oil, Gas and Geothermal Resources Files

EEI reviewed information regarding oil production near the site provided by the California Division of Oil,
Gas, and Geothermal Resources. Based on file data, no petroleum exploration or production has occurred
on or immediately adjacent to the subject property.

4.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE
4.1 Purpose

The purpose of the site reconnaissance was to visually and physically observe the exterior portions of the
subject site, site structures, and adjoining properties for conditions indicating an existing release, past release,
or threatened release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures of the subject site, or
into soil and/or groundwater beneath the subject site. This would include any evidence of contamination,
distressed vegetation, petroleum-hydrocarbon staining, waste drums, illegal dumping, or improper waste
storage/handling.

4.2 Results of Site Reconnaissance
4.2.1 Subject Site
On December 29, 2005 and January 19, 2006, EEI personnel walked the site, visually observing accessible
exterior areas. As previously discussed, interior site inspections were not included in this ESA for most

of the subject property units. The Photographic Log (Appendix F) documents the site reconnaissance,
which is summarized in Table 6.
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The subject site is fully developed, and is located on the south side of K Street, between 7" and 9" Street.
The property is bounded by K Street, the Sacramento Regional Transit Light Rail line, and commercial
properties to the north; 7" Street and commercial properties to the east; 9" Street and commercial
properties to the west; and by L Street and commercial properties to the south. The subject site is
composed of several contiguous and non-contiguous lots. The majority of the structures contain multiple
levels and are composed of some combination of concrete block, brick, steel, and/or wood. The subject
site has been occupied by commercial properties since the early-1910's.

708 K Street is currently occupied by a record store, Records. EEI was not provided access to this
building.

712 K Street is currently occupied by Serlof &Co, a clothing and miscellaneous store. The parcel also
contains the unit of 714 K Street. EEI was not provided access to the ground-level and above business
spaces, however, EEI was provided access to the basement area, accessed from the alley. The basement
is used by the property owner as a maintenance and storage area. The basement has a dirt floor, and mixed
concrete and brick walls. EEI noted the presence of chemical storage of roofing tar, adhesives, paint, and
sealants in 1-gallon and 5-gallon containers. Several acetylene and welding gas cylinders were noted. The
cylinders were upright, but were not chained in place or otherwise secured. Scrap metal, wood, and
miscellaneous items such as old air conditioning units and old furniture was also noted. Minor surface soil
stains were noted in several areas.

716 K Street is currently occupied by a restaurant, Orelia’s Taqueria. EEI noted the presence of old
electrical panels in the basement, as well as miscellaneous restaurant storage, and a walk-in freezer.

718 K Street is currently occupied by a comic store on the ground level, a tattoo parlor on the second level,
and a vacant loft on the third level.

724 K Street is currently vacant, and was recently occupied by a cell phone service store. The parcel also
includes 722 K Street, which was vacant at the time of the site walk, and several units that front 8" Street,
1104 8" Street, 1108 8" Street, 1110 8" Street, and 1114 8" Street. The basement was empty at the time
of the site walk, and old electrical panels were noted along the wall. A cable elevator connecting the
basement to the ground floor was also noted. The units along 8" Street are occupied by an optometrist,
a beauty salon, and a restaurant.

726 K Street is currently vacant, and was previously occupied by Burt’s Shoes. EEI was provided access
to the basement, the ground floor and the second floor. The building was vacant and empty, with the
exception of the basement. Old electrical panels, fluorescent light ballast storage, and an incinerator were
noted in the basement. Suspect ACM tiles and pipe insulation were noted. In addition, stained concrete
was noted near a generator.

727 K Street is currently occupied by an optometrist’s office. EEI was not provided access to this
building.
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806 K Street was condemned and recently demolished, and access was therefore unavailable. The parcel
also includes an area along 8" Street, previously addressed 1115 8" Street, which has also been
demolished. Views from the sidewalk indicate the presence of old electric panels in the basement area.

810 K Street is occupied by Mountain Surf Pro shop. EEI was not provided access to this building.

812 K Street is currently vacant, and was most recently occupied by Casablanca Furniture store. The
ground floor was littered with trash and miscellaneous furniture. The second and third floors were
condemned, and therefore inaccessible. The basement was filled with miscellaneous furniture. Old
electrical panels were noted in the basement as well.

1111 7" Street is currently occupied by the abandoned Greystone Hotel, located on the second and third
floors of the building. The hotel was vacant at the time of the site walk. Trash, dirt, bird/bat droppings,
and dead bats littering the floors were noted throughout the second floor. The third floor was not accessed.

1109 8" Street is condemned and had been recently demolished. EEI was not provided access to this
structure. Views from the sidewalk indicate the presence of old electric panels in the basement area.

EEI personnel walked the perimeter of the subject site, along K Street, 7" Street, 8" Street, and the
associated alleys in between, visually observing the physical features of the site and the exterior of site
structures. EEI inspected accessible areas of the subject property, specifically

In general, the subject site appeared to be in good condition and fairly well maintained. No physical
evidence of contamination, distressed vegetation, petroleum-hydrocarbon stained soil, illegal dumping, or
improper waste storage/handling was noted, with the exception of the maintenance work shop in the
basement of 712-714 K Street and in the basement of 726 K Street. Minor surface staining, improper
storage of acetylene cylinders, and scrap metal were noted in the maintenance area of 712-714 K Street,
and minor stained concrete near a generator was noted in the basement of 726 K Street.

4.2.2 Adjoining Properties
The adjacent properties to the east, north, and south consist of retail commercial properties and

professional office suites. The adjacent property to the west is downtown plaza shopping center. No
physical evidence of contamination was noted during the site reconnaissance.

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5.0 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Based on a site reconnaissance, a review of physiographic, historical and regulatory information, and
information provided by the property owner, no evidence of recognized environmental conditions has been
revealed in connection with the subject property, with the exception of the following:

*  Housekeeping practices in the maintenance work shop area located in the basement of 712-714 K Street
should be improved, including proper storage of acetylene and welding cylinders, spill prevention of
chemicals, and protection of the dirt floor from chemical spills.

* Due to the age of the existing structures, the presence of asbestos containing materials, lead based paint,
and/or chlorofluorocarbon- containing HVAC equipment is considered likely. Prior to any renovation or
demolition activities at the project location, EEI recommends that an asbestos/lead survey be conducted to
evaluate the presence of these materials.

* Oldelectrical panels were noted in most of the buildings in the basement. In addition, fluorescent light ballast
storage was noted in the basement of 726 K Street. Prior to any renovation or demolition activities at the
project location, EEI recommends that these items be evaluated for the presence of PCB-containing fluids,
prior to removal or disposal.

* EEIrecommends that an interior survey be conducted in those buildings that were not accessed during this
ESA, to evaluate the presence of the materials mentioned above, as well as any other potential environmental

concerns (i.e., aboveground/underground fuel tanks, elevator shafts/hydraulic lifts, floor drains/sumps,
chemical storage/disposal) which may be present within these structures.
