The project team will unveil plans developed based on feedback from previous workshops and the City Council Docks Area
workshop. The August 10th workshop is your opportunity to provide additional input on project elements such as open
space, character and intensity of development (see reverse for details of how and where to participate).

Your participation could greatly influence what Sacramento’s downtown and riverfront will look like in the future.

PROJECT BACKGROUND

The 2003 Sacramento Riverfront Master Plan was
accepted by the cities of Sacramento and West
Sacramento as the planning document that will
guide development along the Sacramento
Riverfront. The Docks Area is a large infill site
adjacent to downtown Sacramento. The Riverfront
Master Plan proposed a mixed-use neighborhood,
with green space and access to the riverfront.
The current plan, which provides more detail and
analysis than the Riverfront Master Plan, draws
inspiration from other cities with successful
waterfronts such as Portland and Vancouver.

The second interactive public workshop included approximately 100
community members including representatives from elected offices,
local media, local agencies, community organization groups,
developers, architects, area businesses and residents. On Thursday,
May 12, 2005 at the Towe Auto Museum, attendees participated in
the workshop by providing input on several project elements including
massing, open space, promenade, riverfront lane, and public transit.
Key community comments included:

Massing: Most were in favor of a higher density mixed-use
neighborhood and would like to see high-rise buildings near the
freeway with building heights stepping down towards the river.

Open Space: An active open space is favored and suggestions
included outdoor entertainment areas, basketball courts, retail
carts/kiosks, playgrounds, fountains, benches, soccer fields, a dog
park, a community center and a community garden.

Riverfront Promenade/Parkway: Community members would like
to see this regional destination as a family-friendly, active riverfront
with green space, high foot traffic, retail along the promenade/
parkway, and public art included in the design.

Riverfront Lane: The community was divided; some want a low
speed street (either 2-way or 1-way) along the riverfront for
reasons of safety, circulation, accessibility, “eyes on the riverfront,
and to assist retailers along the promenade/parkway, but all
wanted low speed for traffic. Others do not want a street because
a more pedestrian/bike-friendly and natural atmosphere is preferred.

Public Transit: Given the limited access to the site, accessibility
to the Docks Area is important. The area is currently underserved
by public transportation. Light rail, streetcar, bus and/or shuttle
should be evaluated as potential enhancements to access.

Bridging I-5: Some feel that decking I-5 is necessary for the
Docks project to be successful.
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CEQA REVIEW

The Docks Area Specific Plan will be analyzed
for environmental impacts in accordance with
the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).
A Master Environmental Impact Report (MEIR)
is being prepared.
