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•	 The City of Sacramento was founded in 1849 and 
is the oldest incorporated city in California.

•	 In 1920, city voters adopted a Charter (municipal 
constitution) and a City Council/City Manager 
form of government.

•	 The City is divided into eight districts.

•	 Elected members of the City Council serve a 	
four-year term.

•	 The Mayor is elected by all voters in the City. In 
2002, voters approved a measure for the Mayor 
to serve full-time. All other Councilmembers are 
elected by district and serve part-time.

•	 The Mayor and other Councilmembers have an 
equal vote in all matters.

•	 The City of Sacramento currently encompasses 
approximately 99 square miles.

•	 The current estimated population	
is 475,750.
