The resource carries Longview Drive across an unnamed tributary of Arcade Creek.

P3a. Description (Describe resource and its major elements. Include design, materials, condition, alterations, size, setting, and boundaries)

The resource is a historic culvert. The stone culvert which bears Longview Drive over an unnamed tributary of
Arcade Creek was built in 1940 by the Works Projects Administration (WPA). It is built of rough-cut granite blocks
and concrete. The headwalls are one foot thick and ten feet high from the creek bed. The top two feet serves as a
guard rail. The concrete wings protrude at uneven angles from the headwall. The creek is transported by two 36-
inch diameter corrugated metal pipes. “WPA 1940" is embossed in the concrete on the creek side of the culvert.
Red, white, and blue highway shields embossed “WPA 1940" are impressed in the concrete on the road side of the
guard rail portions of the culvert on each side of the road. Several stones are detached from the headwall on the
north side of the road, and are lying within the creek bed.

Though the culvert is associated with the WPA, it is not a significant representation of WPA work. Unlike its
predecessor, the Public Works Administration (PWA), the WPA created work in non-construction fields as well as in
construction. Programs such as the Federal One provided work for artists, writers, actors and musicians. Centers
were established, classes were offered to the public, and projects were funded. The principal behind the WPA was
a sort of social equality, which sought to keep the arts available to the public on a large scale. Public buildings were
ideally designed by local architects and murals painted by local artists. The ideals of the WPA are best illustrated
and most strongly associated with its public art and architecture. WPA architecture is best represented by public
buildings, which were usually designed in the Art Deco style that is associated with the progressive era of the 1930s
and 1940s. Therefore, this culvert is not representative of WPA construction and does not appear eligible for listing
under Criterion A. It is not associated with any important historical figures and therefore does not appear eligible for
listing under Criterion B. It is not a good example of any particular style or construction method, nor is it the work of
a master. Therefore it does not appear eligible under Criterion C. Lastly, itis unlikely to yield information important
in history or prehistory and therefore does not appear eligible for listing under Criterion D.
