THE BONDS

Authority for Issuance - The formation proceedings for the City of Sacramento Willowcreek 1I
Assessment District No. 96-01 (the "District") have been conducted pursuant to the Municipal
Improvement Act of 1913 ("the 1913 Act") and the Resolution of Intention adopted by the City Council
of the City on August 20, 1996, and amended on February 18, 1997 (the "Resolution of Intention"). The
Bonds are issued pursuant to Resolution Authorizing Issuance of Bonds adopted by the City on July 1,
1997 (the "Bond Resclution") and provisions of the Improvement Bond Act of 1915 (the "Bond Law™).

Description of the Bonds - The Bonds are issued as serial and term Bonds and mature in various amounts
on each September 2, as shown on the cover page of this Official Statement. Interest shall be payable
commencing on March 2, 1998, and semiannually thereafter on September 2 and March 2 of each year
until maturity. The Bonds are issued as fully registered bonds in the denomination of $5,000 or any
integral multiple thereof with the exception of the first numbered Bond due in September 2, 1998, which
may be in an irregular denomination. The Bonds (except for the first numbered bond) will be registered
in the name of Cede & Co., as Bondowner and nominee for The Depository Trust Company ("DTC"),
New York, New York. Purchases of beneficial interests in the Bonds will be made in book-entry only
form. Accordingly, principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds will be paid by First
Trust of California, National Association, Los Angeles, California, as paying agent, registrar and transfer
agent ("Paying Agent"), directly to DTC as the registered owner thereof. Upon receipt of payments of
principal and interest, DTC is to remit such principal and interest to the DTC Participants (as defined
herein) for subsequent disbursement to the beneficial owners of the Bonds. Purchasers of the book-entry
Bonds will not receive certificates representing Bonds purchased by them.

Redemption of Bonds - Any Bond may be called for redemption prior to maturity on any March 2 or
September 2 upon payment of one hundred and three percent (103%) of par value, plus accrued interest
to the date of redemption. No interest shall accrue on a Bond beyond the March 2 or September 2 for
which such Bond is called for redemption. Notice of redemption must be given by registered or certified
mail, or by personal service, at least 30 days prior to the redemption date. The determination as to which
Bond or Bonds are to be called for redemption shall be made by the City in accordance with the Bond
Resolution. Development of parcels within the District, transfers of property ownership and certain other
circumstances could result in prepayment of assessments. Such prepayment would result in redemption
of all or a portion of the Bonds prior to their stated maturities. It is not possible to estimate the rate at
which such redemptions, if any, may occur.

Refunding of Bonds - The Bonds are subject to refunding pursuant to the Refunding Act of 1984 for
1915 Improvement Act Bonds.

Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption - The Bonds maturing September 2, 2017, and September 2,

2022, are subject to mandatory advance redemption in part and by lot on each September 2 as specified

Establishment of Special Funds - For administering the proceeds of the sale of Bonds and payment of
interest and principal on the Bonds, the Bond Resolution establishes four funds to be known as the
Improvement Fund, the Redemption Fund, the Reserve Fund, and the Rebate Fund, respectively, for the
District.

Improvement Fund - Except as provided in the Bond Resolution, proceeds of the sale of the Bonds,
together with all amounts paid on the assessments before bond issuance, shall be deposited in the
Improvement Fund to be maintained by the City Treasurer. Disbursements from the Improvement Fund
shall be made by the City Treasurer in accordance with the budget of estimated costs and expenses set
forth in the amended engineer’s report approved by the Council, which report and budget are subject to
modification by the Council from time to time as prescribed by the Act. Proceeds of the investment of
amounts in the Improvement Fund shall remain in the Improvement Fund.

Redemption Fund - The Redemption Fund shall be maintained by the City Treasurer. All payments of
principal and interest installments on the assessments, together with penaities, if any, shall be deposited
in the Redemption Fund, which shall be a trust fund for the benefit of the Bondowners. Payment of the
Bonds at maturity, or at redemption prior to maturity, together with any applicable premium, and ali
interest on the Bonds shall be made from the Redemption Fund.

Reserve Fund - The Reserve Fund shall be maintained by the City Treasurer. There shall be deposited
into the Reserve Fund an amount equal to the Reserve Requirement. At the time of issuance of the
Bonds, the Reserve Requirement will equal the lesser of maximum annual debt service on the Bonds and
9% of the original principal amount of the Bonds; thereafter, the Reserve Requirement will increase to
the lesser of maximum annual debt service on the Bonds and 10% of the original principal amount of the
Bonds, which increased amount will be funded from investment earnings on the amount deposited in the
Reserve Fund. The Reserve Requirement will be reduced by any amounts transferred to the Redemption
Fund for property owner prepayments. The Reserve Fund shall be administered as follows:

a) During the term of the Bonds, the amount in the Reserve Fund shall be available for
transfer into the Redemption Fund in accordance with Sections 8833 and 8808 of the
Streets and Highways Code, to the extent of delinquencies in the payment of assessments.
The amount so advanced shall be reimbursed to the Reserve Fund from the proceeds of



redemption or sale of the parcel for which payment of delinquent assessment installments
was made from the Reserve Fund.

b) If any assessment is prepaid before final maturity of the Bonds, the amount of principal
that the assessee is required to prepay shall be reduced by an amount that is in the same
ratio to the original amount of the Reserve Fund as the original amount of the prepaid
assessment bears to the total amount of unpaid assessments originally levied in the
District. This reduction in the amount of principal prepaid shall be balanced by a transfer
from the Reserve Fund to the Redemption Fund in the same amount.

c) The amount deposited in the Reserve Fund shall never exceed the Reserve Requirement.
Proceeds of the investment of the Reserve Fund above the Reserve Requirement shall be
deposited in the Redemption Fund.

d) When the amount in the Reserve Fund equals or exceeds the amount required to retire the
remaining unmatured Bonds (whether by advance retirement or otherwise), the amount
of the Reserve Fund shall be transferred to the Redemption Fund, and the remaining
installments of principal and interest not yet due from assessed property owners shall be
canceled without payment.

Rebate Fund - Amounts in the Rebate Fund shall be invested in the same manner as amounts in the other
funds and shall be held in trust for rebate to the United States at the times required by Section 148 of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, together with any amendments thereto and regulations
applicable thereto {(the "Internal Revenue Code™).

Arbitrage Covenant - The City covenants and agrees to take no action that would result in interest on
the Bonds becoming includable in gross income under federal income tax law. The City represents and
covenants in the Bond Resolution, for the benefit of the Bondowners, that it will comply with all
applicable requirements of the Internal Revenue Code necessary to preserve the exclusion of interest on
the Bonds from gross income for purposes of federal income taxation.

Book-Entry Only System - THE INFORMATION IN THIS SECTION CONCERNING DTC AND
DTC’S BOOK-ENTRY ONLY SYSTEM HAS BEEN OBTAINED FROM DTC; THE CITY TAKES NO
RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE ACCURACY THEREOF. THE BENEFICIAL OWNERS SHOULD
CONFIRM THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION WITH DTC OR THE DTC PARTICIPANTS (AS
HEREINAFTER DEFINED).

The City cannot and does not give any assurances that DTC, DTC Participants or Indirect Participants
will distribute to the Beneficial Owners (a) payments of interest, principal or premium, if any, on the
Bonds, (b) certificates representing ownership interest in or other confirmation or ownership interest in
the Bonds, or (c) redemption or other notices sent to DTC or Cede & Co., its nominee, as the registered
owner of the Bonds, or that they will so do on a timely basis or that DTC, DTC Participants or DTC
Indirect Participants will act in the manner described in this Official Statement. The current "Rules"
applicable to DTC are on file with the Securities and Exchange Commission and the current "Procedures”
of DTC to be followed in dealing with DTC Participants are on file with DTC.

DTC will act as securities depository for the Bonds. The Bonds will be issued as fully-registered
securities registered (except for the first numbered Bond) in the name of Cede & Co. (DTC’s partnership
nominee). One fully-registered certificate will be issued for each maturity of the Bonds in the aggregate




principal amount of such maturity (excluding the amount of the first numbered Bond), and will be
deposited with DTC. '

DTC is a limited-purpose trust company organized under the New York Banking Law, a "banking
organization" within the meaning of the New York Banking Law, a member of the Federal Reserve
System, a "clearing corporation” within the meaning of the New York Uniform Commercial Code, and
a "clearing agency" registered pursuant to the provisions of Section 17A of the Securities Exchange Act
of 1934. DTC holds securities that its participants ("Participants”} deposit with DTC. DTC also facilitates
the settlement among Participants of securities transactions, such as transfers and pledges, in deposited
securities through electronic computerized book-entry changes in Participants’ accounts, thereby
eliminating the need for physical movement of securities certificates. Direct Participants include securities
brokers and dealers, banks, trust companies, clearing corporations, and certain other organizations. DTC
is owned by a number of its Direct Participants and by the New York Stock Exchange, Inc., the American
Stock Exchange, Inc., and the National Association of Securities Dealers, Inc. Access to the DTC system
is also available to others such as securities brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies that clear
through or maintain a custodial relationship with a Direct Participant, either directly or indirectly ("Indirect
Participants”). The Rules applicable to DTC and its Participants are on file with the Securities and
Exchange Commission.

Purchases of Bonds under the DTC system must be made by or through Direct Participants, which will
receive a credit for the Bonds on DTC’s records. The ownership interest of each actual purchaser of each
Bond ("Beneficial Owner") is in turn to be recorded on the Direct and Indirect Participants’ records.
Beneficial Owners will not receive written confirmation from DTC of their purchase, but Beneficial
Owners are expected to receive written confirmations providing details of the transaction, as well as
periodic statements of their holdings, from the Direct and Indirect Participant through which the Beneficial
Owner entered into the transaction. Transfers of ownership interests in the Bonds are to be accomplished
by entries made on the books of Participants acting on behalf of Beneficial Owners. Beneficial Owners
will not receive certificates representing their ownership interests in the Bonds except in the event that use
of the Book-Entry Onty System for the Bonds is discontinued.

To facilitate subsequent transfers, all Bonds deposited by Participants with DTC are registered in the name
of DTC’s partnership nominee, Cede & Co. The deposit of the Bonds with DTC and their registration
in the name of Cede & Co. effect no change in beneficial ownership. DTC has no knowledge of the
actual Beneficial Owners of the Bonds; DTC’s records reflect only the identity of the Direct Participants
to whose accounts such Bonds are credited, which may or may not be the Beneficial Owners. The
Participants will remain responsible for keeping account of their holdings on behalf of their customers.

Conveyance of notices and other communications by DTC to Direct Participants, by Direct Participants
to Indirect Participants, and by Direct Participants and Indirect Participants to Beneficial Owners will be
governed by arrangements among them, subject to any statutory or regulatory, requirements as may be
in effect from time to time.

While Bonds are in the book-entry system, prepayment notices shall be sent to Cede & Co. If less than
all of the Bonds are being redeemed, DTC’s practice is to determine by lot the amount of the interest of
each Direct Participant to be redeemed.

Neither DTC nor Cede & Co., will consent or vote with respect to the Bonds. Under its usual procedures,
DTC mails an Omnibus Proxy to the City as soon as possible after the record date. The Omnibus Proxy
assigns Cede & Co.’s consenting or voting rights to those Direct Participants to whose accounts the Bonds
are credited on the record date (identified in a listing attached to the Omnibus Proxy).
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Payments of principal and interest on the Bonds will be made to DTC. DTC’s practice is to credit Direct
Participants’ accounts on each payable date in accordance with their respective holdings shown on DTC’s
records unless DTC has reason to believe that it will not receive payment on such payable date. Payments
by Participants to Beneficial Owners will be governed by standing instructions and customary practices,
as is the case with securities held for the accounts of customers in bearer form or registered in "street
name," and will be the responsibility of such Participant and not of DTC, the Paying Agent, or the City,
subject to any statutory or regulatory requirements as may be in effect from time to time. Payment of
principal and interest to DTC is the responsibility of the City or the Paying Agent, disbursement of such
payments to Direct Participants shall be the responsibility of DTC, and disbursement of such payments
to the Beneficial Owners shall be the responsibility of Direct and Indirect Participants.

DTC may discontinue providing its services as securities depository with respect to the Bonds at any time
by giving reasonable notice to the City or the Paying Agent, or the City may decide to discontinue use
of the system of book-entry only transfers through DTC (or a successor securities depository). Under such
circumstances, in the event that a successor securities depository is not obtained, Bond certificates are
required to be printed and delivered.

SO LONG AS CEDE & CO. IS THE REGISTERED OWNER OF THE BONDS, AS NOMINEE OF
DTC, REFERENCES HEREIN TO THE HOLDERS OF THE BONDS (OTHER THAN AS SET FORTH
UNDER "TAX MATTERS") SHALL MEAN CEDE & CO. AND SHALL NOT MEAN THE
BENEFICIAL OWNERS OF THE BONDS.

THE CITY AND THE UNDERWRITER SHALI. NOT HAVE ANY RESPONSIBILITY OR
OBLIGATIONS TO DTC PARTICIPANTS, TO INDIRECT PARTICIPANTS, OR ANY BENEFICIAL
OWNER, WITH RESPECT TO (i) THE ACCURACY OF ANY RECORDS MAINTAINED BY DTC,
ANY DTC PARTICIPANT OR INDIRECT PARTICIPANT; (ii) THE PAYMENT BY DTC OR ANY
DTC PARTICIPANT OR INDIRECT PARTICIPANT OF ANY AMOUNT WITH RESPECT TO THE
PRINCIPAL OR INTEREST, DUE ON THE BONDS; (iii) THE DELIVERY OF ANY NOTICE THAT

SOURCES AND USES OF FUNDS

Proceeds from the sale of the Bonds will be used to finance a portion of the construction of sewer, water,
drainage, and roadway facilities in the District. See "THE DISTRICT -- The Improvements." Proceeds
of the Bonds and other available funds will be applied to repay and remove the lien of all assessments for
the Willowcreek Assessment District No. 94-03 that were previously levied on property that is also within
the District, which funds will then be used to retire a portion of the City’s Limited Obligation
Improvement Bonds, Willowcreek Assessment District No. 94-03, on September 2, 1997. The following
table sets forth the estimated sources and uses of funds for the Bonds:
